St Stephenõs Church stood on 

a site in Old Taren Point Road 

for 62 years and had not been 

used for 5 years following the 

congregationõs merge with

St Philips to become the 

Caringbah Anglican

Church





The Church was built from 

recycled material from the 

Old St Stephenõs 

Presbyterian Church in 

Macquarie Street, Sydney



It was named St Stephenõs 

Church because it featured 

items such as timber, internal 

doors,  etched glass and 

leadlight windows from the old 

St Stephenõs Church (100 plus 

years old)



The building was heritage 

listed and therefore could 

not be demolished





The building had been 

vandalised and was in poor 

condition



The Church was quarantining 

a large portion of  land, and 

removal of  the Church would 

enable the property to be 

sold, with the proceeds used 

for the betterment of  the 

Community
